e  Only total unweighted/cumulative GPA will be accepted. Semester or Yearly GPA will not be accepted.
e 7 semester transcripts (only for use by current high school students) are valid for 48 months from the date of submission. 8
semester transcripts are valid for 48 months from the date of graduation.
